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SUSTAINABLE AND INNOVATIVE AGRICULTURE IN VIETNAM
PAST, PRESENT AND FUTURE

ABSTRACT

The vietnamese agriculture faces the challenge of feeding a growing and increasingly prosperous
population while adressing multiple societal demands. At the same time, agriculture has to earn foreign
currencies and contribute positively to the country's trade balance. Vietnam has experienced a very
spectacular development of its agriculture over the last thirty years. In this context, the expectations
placed on farmers are changing. Produce more and more and export to many countries are not longer
sufficient on thier own. Instead, the societal impact of the profession needs to be amplified by
demonstrating and communicating effictively the outcomes of this sector of activities.

How then can agriculture as an important field of activity in Vietnam raise his impact and contribute
more effecively to the resolution of important societal challenge? This is the question analysed during
this speech by exploring several promising avenues.

In our presentation, we will address the issue of support for production that is non-existent in Vietnam
but the norm in most rich countries. We will also present the innovative experiences of circular
agricultural economy observed in Vietnam and in full adaptation. Vietnamese farmers are pioneers in
this area and over the years developed ingenious agricultural systems. Finally, the distribution of
agricultural products in Vietnam relies for many products on middlemen. This specificity does not offer
only advantages.
